Prayer made in this place!

“Now My eyes will be open and My ears attentive to prayer made in this place.” – God said this to King Solomon at the dedication of the Temple in 2 Chronicles 7:15 

On the Day Solomon’s Temple was dedicated, the Lord God of Israel came in power and filled the whole temple with the glory of God. The “chabod”, the weight of His presence, was so thick that the priests could not enter the Temple of the Lord because the Lord had filled it - completely. It was an awesome display of God to announce that He would be there in all His splendor and power when they presented themselves before Him in prayer. His all-sufficient grace would be available to them each time they came seeking His hand and heart.

Jesus said to His disciples: “where two or three are gathered in my name I am in the midst of them.” So when we come together in praise, prayer and thanksgiving, we literally build the throne where God can come and meet with us. There is something wonderfully powerful in our coming together in prayer and praise.  

I want to call you to new and fresh commitment to meet with God, here in this place. I want to encourage you to decide that this will be a priority of life for you, and that you will join with other believers regularly to seek His heart. As we prepare that tabernacle of God in prayer and praise, he will meet us there!
