“Those who sow in tears shall reap in joy. He who continually goes forth weeping, bearing seed for sowing, shall doubtless come again bringing his sheaves with Him.” Psalm 125:5,6 

This is a song of accent. One of the songs the people of God would sing as they journeyed to Jerusalem for the feasts. As they climbed the steps to worship, they sang these power songs of remembrance. This song is about the joyful return to Zion. Many of these songs were written during or after the Babylonian captivity. This song carries with it a spirit of Joy and exuberance because of the return to Zion. They are singing of the answer to their prayers for freedom and return. 

It is an answer to prayer, prayers offered in tears. They are highlighting the sorrowful days that they labored in prayer asking for God’s redemption. And finding that God does hear and God does answer, thus they come bringing their harvest with them.

From this passage we see that Prayer requires consistency and passion. The image of the sowing and reaping should not be glossed over and missed. It references farming, which is a process. Often times a long and tedious process. But one that comes with great reward. So continue steadfast in your prayer efforts. Remaining consistent!

Additionally, it speaks of passion. Prayer is not simply thinking some good thoughts towards people and their needs. It is coming before God with vocalized prayer that invites His rule in the circumstances of our lives. The tears speaks of the emotion and passion that is often times present as we pour out our hearts to the Lord.
